We Held Graduation in Titusville!


As many of you probably know, we (in collaboration with Titusville High School) offer a GED/Diploma Class in Titusville.  To be eligible for the class, a person has to be at least 17 years old at the beginning of class, have at least a 9th grade reading level, and his or her original class must have already graduated.  The reason for the 9th grade reading level is that the GED test is written at a 10th grade level, and we want to set our learners up for success!

Once a learner has been accepted into the class, he or she must do the following four things to qualify for an actual Titusville High School diploma:  1)  Attend class at least 90% of the time, 2)  Participate in class, 3)  Complete a graduation project assigned by the principal, and 4)  Successfully pass the GED test.  After they do all these things, the assistant high school principal, Scott Davie, calls them in for face-to-face interviews where they talk about their projects as well as their plans for the future.


Our  program is unique in the surrounding area because many programs offer the GED, a “certificate,” or some type of “secondary” diploma.  With our program, our learners have the chance to earn an actual Titusville High School diploma identical to the diplomas the graduating seniors receive.  

This past fiscal year was truly a successful year.  We had 36 learners take the GED/Diploma class.  [You need to know that not everyone who entered the class chose to finish at the present time – for personal reasons – and some who complete the class choose not to complete the graduation project.  However, several have expressed interest in returning to the next class.]  Out of those 36, twenty-one successfully completed the class meaning that they finished the semester.  Out of those 21, nineteen now have their GED’s and 15 earned their actual high school diplomas!  

On Friday, June 11, we had 12 learners walk in their caps and gowns to receive their diplomas.  What a night!  We had the biggest crowd of families, friends, and supporters yet.  It’s such a rewarding experience for everyone involved.  If you want to go to an event that will really touch your heart, just come to our adult graduation ceremony sometime…it’s great!!!  

Our next class is scheduled to start on August 23, 2010.  It looks like it will meet every Monday and Thursday evening from 5:30 to 9:00 p.m., and will continue until December 16.
